Conduct disorder is characterised by four primary behaviours.  At least 3 symptoms must be present in the past 12 months with one symptom having been present in the past 6 months. The symptoms must cause significant impairment in at least two areas of life such as at home, social settings, and school life and must be more frequent or severe than other children of the same age. Children may also display limited empathy and little concern for the feelings, wishes, and well-being of others.

NB: This is not a diagnostic tool but provides information about a student’s behaviour. Read each phrase below and mark the response that best describes the individual’s behaviour. Please add comments below each item relating to observations of the student.
Aggression to people and animals
· Bullies, threatens or intimidates others
· Often initiates physical fights
· Has used a weapon that could cause serious physical harm to others (e.g. a bat, brick, broken bottle, knife or gun)
· Is physically cruel to people or animals
· Steals from a victim while confronting them (e.g. assault)
· Forces someone into sexual activity
· Often angry and uncooperative

Destruction of property
· Has deliberately engaged in fire setting with the intention to cause damage

· Deliberately damages or destroys other's property or possessions (e.g. graffiti, breaking objects)
Deceitfulness, lying, or stealing
· Lies to obtain goods, or favours or to avoid obligations
· Is deceitful or invents or exaggerates stories about themselves or to peers

· Steals items from shops, school or other premises without confronting the victim

· Steals from family or friends
· Blames others and does not accept responsibility

· Has broken into someone else's building, house, or car
· Incriminates others for his or her own advantage
Serious violations of rules
· Is often out at night despite parental objections
· Runs away from home
· Often truant from school
· Uses illegal drugs

· Drinks excessive alcohol or smokes under age
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
